Read and meditate each day 
Luke 1:1-4  & Acts 1:1-8 

 
3.     Thank God for scripture that provides certainty.    
4. Ask God if we could be his witnesses in OUR Jerusalem/

Judea/Samaria/Ends-of-the-Earth. (Your Community/
Metro/Oklahoma/US/World)   

 

Gabriel’s Testimony 
Read and meditate each day 

Luke 1:11-17 
 

5. Ask God to reveal to you the fear you have about the 
future of our church or your lives. 

6. Ask him to take away that fear and replace it with the 
courage of those who went before us.    

7. Find a character in the Bible who displayed courage in 
the face of fear.  Ask God to show you specific charac-
teristics that you can live out.   

8. Ask God for a restoration of family relationships as we 
“turn our hearts” toward him.  Pray for specific family 
and church relationships.   

9. Ask God to make us “a people prepared for the Lord.”    
 Ask him to show you what you need to do to be pre-

pared.   
10. Thank God for Jesus.  

 

Mary’s Witness 
Read and meditate each day 

Luke 1:46-55 
 

11. Proclaim the “mighty deeds” that God has done in our 
life.  

12. Ask God to turn things upside-down (verses 52 & 53) in 
our culture.   Ask him to show how you are to partici-
pate in the reversal.  

13. Ask God to show you where you are proud and confess 
it.    

14. Ask God for the humility of Jesus as we seek his desires 
for our community.  Philippians 2:3-11 

15. Praise God for remembering his promises to Abraham 
and his descendants (us). 

 

Zechariah’s Witness 
Read and meditate each day 

Luke 1:68-79 
 

16. Praise God for coming to “redeem his people.”  
17. Ask him “to enable us to serve him without fear” in the 

years ahead.  

18. Ask God to reveal to us the ways to “go on before 
the Lord to prepare the way for him, to give his 
people the knowledge of salvation through the 
forgiveness of their sins.” 

19. Thank God for his tender mercy.   List the ways he 
has exhibited tender mercy toward you.  

20. Pray, by name, those who you know that need the 
tender mercy of God.  

21. Ask God if he would let us be his light “to shine on 
those living in darkness…to guide our feet into the 
path of peace.”  

 

Simeon’s & Anna’s Witness 
Read and meditate each day 

Luke 2:29-35 
 

22. Ask God to help us share Jesus with “all people” 
even those who are not like us.   

23. Ask God to give us strength for the times when our 
allegiance to the Gospel brings opposition.  

24. Pray for Christians across the globe who face death 
because of their allegiance to Jesus Christ.  

25. Pray that our allegiance to Jesus will precede any 
other allegiance on this earth.  

26. Give thanks to God for the redemption of all who 
are in Christ. 

 

Jesus’ Testimony 
Read and meditate each day 

Luke 2:49 (KJV preferred) 
 

27. Ask God to continually show us his “business.” 
28. Ask him to set the agenda for our next 30 years.  

 

John The Baptist’s Testimony 
Read and meditate each day 

Luke 3:4-9 
 

29. Pray that God will use us to make clear, straight 
paths for those who need to find their way to  

 Jesus.  
30. Pray that all in OKC and in the world will see God’s 

salvation.  Pray that God will give you a burden to 
make it so.  

31. Repent of that which keeps you from bearing fruit.    
32. Ask God what fruit he wishes you to bear today 

and in the future.  
 

Jesus’ Witness 
Read and meditate each day 

Luke 4:18-21 
 

33. Ask that God would fulfill his agenda through us.  
34. Ask God to reveal his agenda for our congregation 

and community for the next 3-5 years, and the 
next 30 years.   

35. Ask God to bring recovery, release, and/or favor to 
our community.   

36. Pray for specific people who need recovery,  
 release, and/or favor.  

 

Pray for Our Church 
37. Ask God to give your Elders and Ministers the  
 wisdom to discern his unique calling for the next 

30 years.  
38. Ask God to give you a posture of peace and humili-

ty for the journey ahead.  
39. Ask God to bring forth the resources to accomplish
